Sika® Primer-207 is a moisture reactive sys-
tem. In order to maintain product quality it is
important to reseal the container with the in-
ner plastic liner immediately after use. Once
the surface pre-treatment operation is com-
pleted, the cap has to be screwed on.

Dispose the product of approx. one month
after opening if used frequently or after two
months in case of infrequent use. For 100 ml
pack sizes dispose of it two weeks after open-
ing. 30 ml cans are for single application only.
If gelling, separation or a significant increase
in viscosity is noted, discard the primer imme-
diately.

Never dilute or mix this product with any oth-
er substances.

If used on transparent or translucent sub-
strates such as float glass, plastics, etc., an ad-
equate UV protection is mandatory.

DETECTION OF THE LUMINESCENCE
Sika® Primer-207 can be visualized by using a
light source with a wavelength of 320 to
420 nm as inline control. By reducing foreign
light such as sunlight or artificial light during
the detecting process the quality of the detec-
tion can be increased significantly.
